Project Title Parkway Boulevard Railroad Grade Separation Project

Project Location: The proposed Parkway Boulevard Railroad Grade Separation Project is located
approximately one mile south of Interstate 80 between Pitt School Road and Valley Glen
Drive in the City of Dixon, Solano County California.

Project Description
The proposed project would extend Parkway Boulevard from its existing eastern terminus (near the intersection of

Parkway Boulevard and Valley Glen Drive) to a western terminus at Pitt School Road, with a grade-separated
over-crossing structure over the Union Pacific Rail Road (UPRR) tracks and Porter Road (Figure 1). The Parkway
Boulevard roadway is planned as an 80-foot-wide (pavement width from face of curb to face of curb) minor
arterial, striped for two travel lanes (one lane in either direction) with a raised median, Class II 7-foot-wide bicycle
lane, sidewalks, and a design speed of 45 miles per hour (Figure 2). Parkway Boulevard and the over-crossing
structure would be constructed to be wide enough for an ultimate four-lane facility. Solid concrete sound barrier
walls of approximately six feet in height will be constructed on both the north and south sides of Parkway
Boulevard, adjacent to the back of the of sidewalks starting near at the intersection of Parkway Boulevard and with
Pitt School Road and continuing east to the over-crossing structure. East of the over-crossing structure on the
north side of Parkway Boulevard, a sound barrier wall will be constructed to near the intersection of Parkway
Boulevard and Valley Glen Drive. All barrier walls will be constructed on top of the embankments along Parkway
Boulevard.

The new intersection between Parkway Boulevard and the existing two-lane Pitt School Road would be widened
(to the east of Pitt School Road) to provide for turning movements. In addition, Pitt School Road would be
improved as a two-lane road with a Class II 4-feet-wide bicycle lane (one lane in each direction) extending from
the intersection of Porter Road (south of the Parkway Boulevard intersection) to the City-County limit (north of the
proposed Parkway Boulevard intersection).

Construction storage and staging areas will be located immediately east of Pitt School Road south of the




UPRR/Porter Road and Pitt School Road intersection (Figure 3). The non-excavated storage and staging area will
be a 0.77 acre (33,700 ft*) City owned parcel of land, adjacent to City’s detention basin, used for maintenance
vehicle parking and general equipment laydown area (Figure 3). As the berm material is excavated to the original
ground surface level from within the southwest corner of the detention basin, the non-excavated storage and
staging area will be expanded another 0.97 acre (42,300 ft°) by excavating the berm soil as construction of the
project proceeds. The total acreage for construction storage and staging areas will be 1.74 acres.

Construction of the proposed project would last approximately 18 to 19 months, with construction scheduled to
begin in early 2013 and end late 2014. Onsite construction activities would occur between 7 am and 5 pm Monday
through Friday unless some emergency action is needed.
